• #1 provider of blood and blood products to over 3,000 hospitals in the 

U.S., collected in excess of 6,500,000 units of blood in FY09.

• Serves 47 healthcare facilities in Tennessee, Georgia, North Carolina and 
Alabama and collects more than 100,000 units annually (2007).

• #1 nationwide blood network in the U.S. collecting blood in 41 states, 
the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico plus owner of National Inventory 
Management Service to nationally track the need for blood.

• Blood centers are located in Tennessee, Georgia and Alabama,  
while servicing Tennessee, Georgia, Alabama and North Carolina.

• #1 responder to every local, regional, national and international disaster.

• Does not provide disaster services.

• Requested to begin collecting blood to save WWII soldiers and now acts 
as a trusted link providing emergency messages and humanitarian  
assistance to service personnel deployed around the world.

• Does not provide humanitarian service to U.S. armed forces/military.

• #1 provider of education and training, enabling people to prevent, 
prepare for and respond to disasters and other life-threatening  
emergencies. (redcross.org)

• Does not provide safety services.

• Established in 1881 by Clara Barton. A Congressional Charter was issued 
in 1905. The U.S. President appoints the American Red Cross Chairman 
of the Board of Governors. (Red Cross Congressional Charter, Sec 4)

• Organized in Chattanooga, Tenn. in 1972. (bloodassurance.org)

• More than 180 Red Cross and Red Crescent societies are based in  
nations around the world to help alleviate human suffering wherever found.
